Untitled (Gloves) was inspired by
discarded models from a glove
factory that Rene di Rosa came
across in a Petaluma antique store.
Although Rene di Rosa did not
consider himself an artist, he was still
known to dabble in sculpture from
time to time. He typically preferred to
incorporate found objects that he
encountered by chance into his work.
This sculpture is made of twelve
porcelain hands that have been
arranged in the grass as if they were
protruding out of the earth, reaching
up towards the sky.
